2005 Lapis Luna Chardonnay

This wine exhibits lovely tropical flavors
characteristic of the region, especially Pineapple and
Butterscotch. The finish is clean and crisp with a hint
of citrus.

Colors of a tropical sunset grace this beautiful rosé of
Merlot. Aromas of wild strawberries and candied
orange peel segue into gentle flavors which linger
long after the last sip of this sweet, light wine is
enjoyed.

Concentrated Royal Anne cherries with an
undergarment of sweet mocha are the aromatic
hallmarks of this Merlot. Elegantly textured flavors
fill the mid-palate with firm yet soft tannins driving
the extended finish

Crimson and ruby in color, the aromas are of ripe
blackberry and boysenberry with a hint of allspice.
There are earthy, truffle-like flavors mid-palate which
is full and rich with a well balanced structure.,
finishing with black pepper and berries.

a hint of cedar and bittersweet chocolate signify this

Cabernet. A firm core of dark fruit with ripe acidity is $8 $30
supported by layers of balanced tannins provide a

smooth, lingering finish.

2004 Lapis Luna Petite Sirah

The intense blue-purple color of this wine hints at the

aroma of blueberries, blackberries and wildflowers

which follow through on the palate. The overall $10 $34
impression is soft, rich and full-bodied with lush violet

and jammy blackberry elements with hints of peppery

spice. The flavors commingle with subtle oak in a long

mouth filling finish.
